Solution

Amy came to JF&CS’s Pittsburgh Refugee and Immigration Assistance Center for guidance. The
staff helped her file a spousal petition, in which she is the spouse who is a U.S. citizen.

Outcome

Alistair was able to come to the United States in October 2008. The couple is expecting their
first child next March.
